For best cleaning results, stains should be cleaned as soon as they occur. Set-in stains may require professional cleaning.
After cleaning with the below solutions, always rinse fabric thoroughly.

Combine 1/4 cup dishwashing
bquid and 1/2 cup - 1 cup white
vinegar per 1 gallon water.

Combine 1/4 cup
dishwashing liquid
per 1 gallon water.

Combine 1/4 cup dishwashing
liquid and 1/3 cup white
vinegar per 1 gallon water.

Apply cornstarch as an
absorbent, remove excess
with a straight edge, clean
up residual with dishwashing
liquid and water.
